There's nothing quite like getting outside and exploring the stunning landscapes of North Devon. From
rolling hills and rugged coastlines to community green spaces and historical monuments, this guide
celebrates simple, enjoyable walks that everyone can take at their own pace.

We've put together a selection of easy and scenic routes from across North Devon. There's something
for everyone: some walks follow beaches and rivers, while others wander through charming parks and
wildlife-rich countryside.

Each route includes helpful information such as:

Route distance

Where to park or start the walk

Type of terrain

Nearby places for toilets, refreshments, or rest areas

While not all routes have facilities, some pass close to cafés, public toilets, or accessible rest spots.
Most trails are clearly waymarked, and the maps and notes in the guides are designed to help make
navigation simple and stress-free.

Before you go:

» Take a moment to read the walk instructions carefully.

« Some popular spots (like Westward Ho!, Baggy Point, or Woolacombe) can be
busy at peak times.

» Not all routes are suitable for wheelchairs or pushchairs - check the
accessibility symbols at the top of each walk.

» Paths can become muddy or slippery in wet weather or winter — wear suitable
footwear and/or use suitable mobility equipment or pushchairs and check the
forecast

Some local visitor centres, and National Landscape partners such as Northam Burrows and the
National Trust also have their own walking routes available on noticeboards or online.

A big thank you to all the local volunteers, access groups, and community organisations who help
maintain these paths and keep the routes safe, welcoming, and accessible for everyone.




These accessible walks have been selected for people looking for easy, shorter

walks to enjoy the North Devon Coast National Landscape.

To help you choose a suitable walk, each of these easy walks has been given an
accessibility level, from Level 1 (most accessible) to Level 4 (least accessible).
These levels follow the system used by Disabled Ramblers and are intended as a

general guide only.
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
